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Building Blocks – Criteria for funding
1) Applicants should be able to develop projects that are youth based, tackling drug and alcohol misuse (and the consequent effects of such abuse) in order to direct people away from a life of crime.  
2) Recipient organisations should be based in the West Midlands and service the local needs of youth, disabled, transgender, ethnic minorities or groups of a religious/educational nature.  

3) Groups should not automatically assume that they will be funded once they have submitted an application.

4) ‘Umbrella’ groups are outside the funds remit, i.e., Mayor’s Charity Appeals and other groups that exist solely for the purpose of fundraising.

5) Recipients must be locally based individuals/groups who are working in partnership with a neighbourhood policing team, who can make an application on behalf of that group.

6) Funding projects should not include equipment that should normally be provided by Government Departments.  

7) Any member of police staff who runs a volunteer group in off duty hours may be a recipient.

8) The need for an organisation to be a registered charity is considered unnecessary; quasi-government bodies should not be funded.

9) The Trustees may designate special cases.

10) The approval of a funding application and the amount of the grant is at the discretion of the Trustees.

We will not fund:
1) Salaries/Session Workers/Individuals of any kind.
2) Personal Applications.
3) Circular Appeals.
4) Capital Appeals.
5) Applications based outside of the West Midlands.
6) Political or trade union groups.
7) Local groups such as Victim Support/Help the Aged should not be funded if the parent body is being centrally funded.
